Who is eligible for a Scholarship?

Parents/ Guardians/ Caregivers who:

Family

1. Have a child/ children in Reception to Year

8 who attend a partnership school like
Reynella South Primary

2. Have a current pension concession or
health care card

3. Demonstrate a strong commitment to
education through 90% school attendance.

Families who meet these three criteria can
receive payments from $420 per year, per
student to help with the costs of their child’s
education expenses such as uniforms, book,
subject fees, excursions & camps etc.

OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY STUDENTS AT
REYNELLA SOUTH PRIMARY SCHOOL!

Hi, we are Brooke and Georgina, 4™ year
Occupational Therapy students from the
University of South Australia. We are currently
undertaking a placement at Reynella South
School.

Our time at Reynella South School began last
year, when we spent 9 weeks working with the
school and the Department for Education to
identify an area of need. Through classroom
observations, speaking with teachers and with
input from an occupational therapist, we
developed a project to ‘create a sensory strategy
that assists students to self-regulate’.

Whilst we spent our time last year researching
sensory strategies and self-regulation, we will be
spending another 9 weeks this year (27 of April-
26™ of June) working virtually with teachers,
students and parents in the creation and
implementation of this strategy.

The first step of the project is gathering the
thoughts and ideas of students’ parents and staff.
We will be doing this through online
questionnaires and written feedback provided by
the school. Please keep a look out for the link to
take part in the questionnaire. With all of the
thoughts and ideas gathered, we will then create
a design for the sensory strategy and implement
it within the school. There will be monitoring and
evaluation along the way. The strategy we are
exploring is a sensory walk. Sensory walks are
becoming more common in schools due to their
effectiveness in helping students to self-regulate.
Please see the pictures of other sensory walks
that other sites have created.

We are looking forward to developing this
strategy and are hoping for your support during
this process so that we are able to create
something that is useful and meaningful for the
Reynella South Community.

We are looking forward to working with you
during this process.
